The JonyJib Story

| created the 'Onginal’ JonyJib out of items | could find locally at home improvement stores.
Necessity 'is' the mother of invention. My original jib consisted of 2" square steel main upper
masts and 1" round steel lower tie rods to create the infamous parallelogram. After a bit of
drilling and powder coating, these were assembled and shipped as the onginal JonyJib Jr, 12
and 18 foot versions. We also offered an Anvil style road case that measured 74" x 14" x 14",
We called it the mini coffin. We sold a ton of these jibs in the first four years and always asked
for feedback from our customers. We also followed comments posted to user message boards.
The comments we received were:

1) The JonyJib needs to break down into smaller pieces to facilitate easier travel.
2) The Jonydib needs to be kighter weight.
3) The JonyJib needs to get longer.

Sometime in late 2005, | went back o the electronic drawing board (Visio) and started working on a more modular design. The individual
components needed to be shorter but connectable. We needed to change from steel to aluminum. The connectable components needed
to be extendable to longer lengths. What was created was a prototype of the JonyJib Pro 30’ jib arm. Each of the mast tubes are octagonal,
hollow and get progressively larger or smaller in diameter as you traverse its length. They telescope into one another for easy storage.
Each tube measures only 48", This is the longest length that you would need to camry.

The prototype was ready in time for NAB 2006. It created quite a buzz! Who was this new contender in the jib wars? A few months later, |
designed a shorter jib using the same design which we call the JonyJib2. Both of these models use the same extension tube design. The
difference is basically the attainable camera height and the amount of counterweight and pivot support required to attain the height. Since
the JonyJib2 peaks at 18 feet it can be used with a lighter pivot support and a 250 Ib. capacity tripod/dolly configuration, The JonydJib Pro
extends the camera another 12 feet (beyond 18), doubling the amount of counterweight and pivot support required. It requires a 450+ Ib
capacity tripod/dolly combination to support the rig weight. These two models thrust the JonyJib into the mainstream making it a viable
altemative to a shorter JimmyJib or a Cammate. It is also a very good 'traveling' jib!

We've tweaked the design slightly here and there, but the basic design remains intact and we achieved our 3 point goal. These two jib
models replaced the original JonyJib in 2006 and have experienced brisk sales ever since. We also rolled out a new 'rolling' hard case for
the JonyJib2 and one for the electronics. We recently introduced a new zoom, focus inis control unit. We are cumently working on a heavy
duty tripod, dolly and track system and few other surprises. Stay tuned...

We get positive comments from users, many of whom have bought units to rent out to others. You'll find JonydJibs throughout the world at
production companies, corporate video departments, churches, colleges, high schools, television stations and many owner/operators.

We've come a long way from the startup garage/home based business in 2002 to our current 3,000 square foot factory here in a small
farming town in California's central valley.

All are powder coated with a durable cobalt black finish.

The JonyJib2 may also be fitted with many optional accessories like motorized pan & tiit units, zoomfocus controls, LCD monitors, cable looms and power
accessornes . Order the optional JonyJib Winng Loom and all jib & camera cables are contained in a braided jacket making setup and teardown much
quicker than using individual wires. The pivot point is pre-drilled to mount an optional Anton Bauer Gold Mount plate kit that, with your batteries, can feed an
optional passive 12 volt power distrbution box at the tail. The optional distribution box can feed 12 volts power to the motorized pan & ilt head, zoom &
focus controls, the monitor and the camera. The pivot point is also pre-drilied to mount the included LCD monitor mounting bracket or an ‘optional’ monitor
platform for 5-8" CRT monitors. The adjustable camera platform self-leveling cable is also anchored at the pivot point. The camera platform is designed to
over-sling or under-sing an opfional motorized pan & filt head without any changes. Just attach it ‘either way' and there’s 360 degree pan & tiit clearance.
For a tumkey solution, add a heavy duty 100mm bow! style tnpod and companion dolly and you'll be ready to shoot.

What sets the JonyJib2 apart from others is its ability to telescope and nest within itself. It does not require the unsightly and cumbersome cantiiever or
strut stabilization wires that other jibs in this range require. This crane's modutarity is built on its lightweight, octagonal, aluminum extension sections which,
start at the tail and progressively get smaller as you get closer to the camera. The best part is, the arm breaks down to fit into an optional 48" tripod bag.
The tubes, pivot, camera platiorm, rear control center and miscellaneous ftems aso fit into an optional, custom foamed Pelican 1750 camying case with wheels.

If you've been asking yourself why other cranes cost so much or so little, ask no more. JonyJibs il easily get longer or shorter, perform better, give you
smoother shots, kast longer and give you more for your money!

JonyJib2 Hub - JonyJib2 100mm Mounting Hub

The JonyJib2 mounts to a 100mm bowl style tripod via this
100mm half ball mounting hub. The weight of the jib's pivot
bracket attaches to an aluminum disc that glides on an oil
impregnated bearing. This gives the JonyJib perfect drag for
smooth arcing moves. The friction knob allows you to brake the
jib or apply additional drag as needed. This comes standard with
the JonyJib2.

JonyJib2 Rear Control Center & Weight Bar

Also part of the standard equipment included with the JonyJib2,
this unit provides a horizontal bar to mount your controls upon. It
also provides a horizontal bar for your counterweights. We
recommend a combination of 25, 10, 5, and 2.5 pound cast iron
plate weights with at least a 1" mounting hole, This assembly
swivels, further absorbing unwanted vibration or movement from
the operator.

The JonyJib2 comes with convenience items to make setup and
tear down quicker, We include a bubble level, hex screwdriver
and a spacer kit, This pack also includes a leveling cable, an
owner's manual and a DVD featuring safety tips, setup instruc-
tions and basic moves primer.

JonyJib LCD Monitor Mount

You can easily mount your LCD monitor with this included articu-
lating mount. One end attaches to the JonyJib pivot bracket
while the other provides a 1/4" threaded knob to screw into the
bottom or top of your monitor.
